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Monadology between New Media: Decline and False Uprising
The double, binary nature of the media is discussed in relation with monadology and social constructivism in the paper. 

Monadology asserts that man has potencies by the born and in the life, in the “live-in-certainty-of-the-world“(E.Husserl) we develop the ones. Monada is spirit or the consciousness without doors and windows. Monada communicates with the world through translation, misunderstanding and creative interpretations (R.Rorty). The knowledge of monada is based on the local experience and traditions, transcendental capacities of individuals, schemes of Intellect and the Power of Judgment (I.Kant). Traditional and new media are interactive and aggressive horizon of consciousness and the different discourses of the one try to transform human being into predictable subject. Aggressive information and terror of knowledge tries to break off the borders of monada’s world and to create possibilities for social constructivism, for social engineering and manipulation. So the language as the home of the Being is transformed into the regime campus or supermarket of the entities.

In the history monada as a human spirit (G.Leibniz) tried to compose communities with the conductive symbolical, psychological, political awareness. First newspapers from the beginning of XVII century helped to create heterogenion symbolical worlds of independent cities, rich communities and supported individuals or community monada development. However after the revolution in US the origin of newspapers and medias in general was changed partly into means of manipulation, mobilization and propaganda. The same happened into France in the period of Great France revolution. The newspapers became national weapons of insurgents. 

Semiosphere of J.Lotman or Semiosis of U. Eco, or neo- evolutionism of M. Sahlins helps to explain development of the symbolical worlds of communities on the basis of idea of monada. Conception of semiosphere explains the functions of symbolical membrane in communication. Semiotic membrane is the communicational border of the symbolical world. The membrane ensures transformation and translation of external information into internal language and rules of symbolical world. For example Enlightened information from J. Cook was translated into mythological language and tribe rules between natives in Hawaii. Theory of Semiosis interprets genesis of homogeneous symbolical systems and development of language games (L.Wittgenstein). Semiosis shows how it is possible internal development of symbolical world or monada and how much is important external informational, psychological, social pressing. Neo-evolutionism uses new theories of development of symbolical systems for the explanation of multi linear development of the societies. Neo-evolutionism argues there aren’t any directions of society development and the modernization goes like a rizoma – all directions are possible and all development is based on the internal potency of monada or spirit of communities or just organizations. In the cases of multi linear development of symbolical world media serves as a internal power of development of communities as well as does function of membrane of external communication and doesn’t make forcible manipulation. New hermeneutics, for example H. Gadamer, shows that superstitions are necessary condition for understanding processes Myths and stereotypes are conditions for first interpretations and translations into internal language and knowledge of  symbolical worlds. So the media opens and closes, argues and criticizes, represents false and scientific knowledge at the same time for communities or local cities purposes.

On the contrary in the case of colonization in XVII-XX centuries or in the contemporary Spectacle society (G.Debord) medias are used for the manipulation, mobilization, for the composing false or substituted consciousness, for the decline of human-monada and building imagined society. Debord found the basis of totalitarian aesthetic is putting spectacle instead of ethic or moral considerations. Spectacle becomes main principle of representation for masses in the process of desublimation.

Decline of communities – monada or individual – monada is necessary for the social engineering, for the rational social constructivism needs. In this case medias provide terror and propaganda, education and directives. Medias together with political power became radical means for destruction of human identities and construction the new ones in the totalitarian states and partly in the modern democratic state. The mass society or the society of one dimensional man is manipulated by different technologies of sublimation and desublimation, subjectivation and desubjectivation. 

Modern philosophy pays a lot of attention to the analysis of social engineering and criticizes false or substituted consciousness, alienation and ideological brain washing, propaganda thinking, political disciplines and regimes of acting. The social engineering is based on the R.Descartes idea of tabula rasa and consequences of the theory. Historically the idea of tabula rasa is supported by the means of terror and education, horror and persuasion. Ordinary enlighten reason criticizes magical thinking, superstitions, myths, essential believes and for this purposes uses media. So media as well as institutions create structure for the decentered modern subject of society. L. Althusser interpreted influences and social structure of modern ideology and explained the rising of ideological subject by process of interpellation. He maintained conditions and possibilities of interpellation depend not on the personal whims but from the hall social and ideological structure. Centre of subject and his choosing are in the other side of his rhetoric and judges and therefore ideological subjects aren’t self-sufficient heroes of history but are representatives of propaganda or social engineering. Medias industries reproduce the ideological structure of society and make decentered subject. H.Marcuse wrote about relationship between individual and masses man, between reason and intellect and developed the idea of one dimensional man. Thinking of one dimension man is based on the schemes of intellect which is developed and regulated according to needs of power, media and cultural industries. Marcuse as well as propagandists E. Bernays or W. Lippmann criticized psychoanalytical instruments for influence of subconscious of spectators, for using instruments of sublimation and desublimation for persuasion needs and control of masses.  Regulable, controllable desublimation is grounding idea for development of modern cultural / creative industries, media industries and for control liberation of sexual, erotic desires of consumers. According to Marcuse desublimation also could be used for manipulation by one dimensional man’s needs and for development of cultural industries in order to break through cultural standards. Deleuse and Guattari also criticized idea of Oedipus complex as setback for development of machines of desire so important for creative industries development.  Their considerations about small politics are significant for the postmodern development of micro-propaganda in the communities and small groups and for the description of the communitarian functions of media. Contemporary propaganda is based on the principles of fragmentation, heterogenization, subculturization in the global world. Therefore developed high technique propaganda pays a lot of attention to the small politics and conquests with community development.

 K. Popper supported idea of social constructivism or principles of desubjectivation and reconstruction of society but criticized radical or utopian social engineering.  Important Popper’s idea about differences between totalitarian or utopian social engineering and partly social engineering is analyzed there.  Ordinary totalitarian propaganda used the utopian social engineering and propaganda in the democratic states uses controlled social engineering which uses instruments of social advertising, cultural projects, psychological persuasion and other. 

Contemporary popular instrument of social engineering is e-media. This new media provides heterogenization of society in the global network and helps for monada simulation: digital atavars and e-civic activity, global e-communities. So new media creates simulacrum monada situation that is very popular between modern IT consumers. In this way new media builds a bridge between monadological or communitarian visions of development and views of social constructivism and social engineering.
